Each type of reference has a specific format to display the information. Below are the patterns and examples of each of the various reference type.  The part in bold simply identifies the type and is NOT to be included on the actual bibliography page.  See sample page given at bottom.

Books:   Author(s). Title of Book.  Place of publicaiton: Publisher's name, year.

Example:  Horton, Casey. Endangered Dolphins. Los Angeles, CA: Johnston Press, 1991

Encyclopedias:  Author. "Title of Article."  Title of Encyclopedia Volume 6. Hawthorne, NY: Children's Press, 1999.

Example: Danson, Charles. "Dolphins."  Encyclopedia Britannica. Volume 6. Hawthorne, NY: Children's Press, 1999.

Magazines: Author:  "Title of Article."  Title of Magazine. Date: Page(s).

Example: Smith, John F. "Dolphins are our Friends." National Geographic. Nov. 2002: 25-29.

Internet (online article):  Author. "Title of Article." Journal Title.  Volume. Issue Number (date). Date  Accessed. <network address.>

Example:  Reed, Bruce.  "Loveable Sea Creatures."  Oceanography Today.  January 1996.  October 4, 2005. <http://www.oceanography.com/html.>

Project Based Learning: 

Asia Studies
Project Based Learning is an instructional approach built uponlearning that engages student interest, motivation & learning. These projects are designed to answer an essential question and solve a global issue throughout Asia (past or present).  Project Based Learning is synonymous with learning in depth and allows the student to take ownership in their learning. A well-designed project provokes students to encounter central concepts and principles of social studies as it teaches 21st century skills that include communication and presentation skills, organization and time management skills, research and inquiry skills, self-assessment and reflection skills, and group collaboration and leadership skills. Performance is assessed on an individual basis, and takes into account the quality of the product produced, the depth of content understanding demonstrated and allows the students to identify their knowledge of the Grade Level Content Expectations (7th Grade Social Studies) as outlined by the state of Michigan. PBL allows students to reflect upon their own ideas and opinions, exercise voice and choice, and make decisions that affect project outcomes and the learning process in general. As a teacher, PBL allows for an environment in which fosters individualized instruction on a daily basis.  Therefore, the following binding agreement has been designed to ensure student learning occurs and is supported by all parties involved.
This is a binding contract (See: page two) between Student, Parent and Teacher in which the student agrees to complete his/her responsible tasks as outline within the contents of this contract.  The student understands that the completion of this project (Hands-on tangible piece) will primarily be completed at home with the majority of  time spent at school completing the research, planning/designing and writing component of the project.  The student will create an essential question, design a sketching & create a timeline of completion of the project BEFORE parent and teacher sign the agreement (Parents, please review entire contract before signing!) The parents agree to support their son or daughter in the completion of the project at home and may help and assist in its completion.  The teacher agrees to assist in the entire process by guiding the student through the process of Grade Level Content Expectations and monitoring their progress on a DAILY BASIS.   All materials of the project will be provide by the student & parents, but the teacher/school will provide minimum materials (paper, marker, hot glue gun & etc.) for the student.  

In conclusion, various issues, events, cultures, and the general ‘foundation’ (basic understanding of Asian Cultures/Events) for our unit of study will be shared/directed by Mr. Quinlan.  The student will develop their individual course of study, project-based learning experience, of further investigation/research (Mr. Quinlan sharing project ideas/issues) throughout as a result of this short introduction of Asian Studies.  Project-Based Learning experience is totally different than students just creating projects; it is the result of students learning through choice, developing a hypotheses, answering specific questions, documenting their learning journey, creating a project that demonstrates/reflects their learning and sharing it with the world.
