Globalization Information

Globalization is the process of changing local or regional events into global ones. It can be described as a process by which the people of the world are unified into a single society and function together. This process is a combination of economic, technological, social, cultural, and political forces. When used in an economic context, it refers to the reduction and removal of barriers between national borders in order to facilitate the flow of goods, capital, services, and labor...although considerable barriers remain to the flow of labor...Globalization is not a new phenomenon. It began in the late nineteenth century, but its spread slowed during the period from the start of the First World War until the third quarter of the twentieth century. This slowdown can be attributed to the inward looking policies pursued by a number of countries in order to protect their respective industries… however, the pace of globalization picked up rapidly during the fourth quarter of the twentieth century..."

He also argues that the pace of globalization is quickening and will continue to have a growing impact on business organization and practice. 

Global conflicts, such as the  HYPERLINK "http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/9/11_terrorist_attacks" \o "9/11 terrorist attacks" 9/11 terrorist attacks on the United States of America, are interrelated with globalization. 

Globalization is largely the result of planning by politicians to breakdown borders that limit trade. This increases prosperity and interdependence thereby decreasing the chance of future war. Since World War II, barriers to international trade have been considerably lowered through international agreements. Promotion of free trade includes:

Reduced transportation costs, especially resulting from development of  HYPERLINK "http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Containerization" \o "Containerization" containerization for ocean shipping. 

Reduction or elimination of  HYPERLINK "http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Capital_controls" \o "Capital controls" capital controls. 

Reduction, elimination, or harmonization of  HYPERLINK "http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Subsidy" \o "Subsidy" subsidies for local businesses. 

Creation of subsidies for global corporations. 

Harmonization of  HYPERLINK "http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Intellectual_property" \o "Intellectual property" intellectual property laws across the majority of states, with more restrictions. 

Supranational recognition of intellectual property restrictions (e.g.  HYPERLINK "http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Patent" \o "Patent" patents granted by China would be recognized in the United States). 

World exports rose from 8.5% of  HYPERLINK "http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Gross_world_product" \o "Gross world product" gross world product in 1970 to 16.1% of gross world product in 2001.
